Bhatti flags delimitation

Hyderabad TSIT: Bhatti 
Vikramarka Mallu on Saturday 
expressed serious concerns over 
the proposed delimitation of con-
stituencies based solely on the 2011 
Census, warning that such a move 
could weaken the political signifi-
cance of southern states.

Addressing the Mahatma Phule 
Bicentenary celebrations at 
Ravindra Bharati, the Deputy Chief 
Minister said that ignoring caste 
census data while undertaking 
delimitation would adversely 
impact weaker sections across the 
country. He emphasized that south-
ern states, which are leading social 
transformation, are being unfairly 
treated in the distribution of cen-
tral tax revenues.

Highlighting disparities in tax 
devolution, he pointed out that 

Telangana receives only 37 paise 
for every rupee contributed to the 
Centre, while states like Bihar and 
Uttar Pradesh receive significantly 
higher returns. He termed this 
imbalance as discriminatory and 
detrimental to federal principles.
Calling for unity among Bahujan 
communities, Bhatti Vikramarka 
cautioned against attempts by feu-
dal forces to regain influence and 
urged people to stand united in sup-
port of the people’s government.

On the issue of backward class 
empowerment, he said the 42% BC 
reservation bill in education, employ-
ment, and political representation is 
currently pending with the Centre. 
He expressed hope that the Centre 
would approve the bill soon, enabling 
the state to implement it effectively. 
He also noted that Telangana has 

conducted a caste survey, identifying 
56% of the population as belonging to 
backward classes.The Deputy CM 
reiterated the government’s commit-
ment to social justice under the lead-
ership of A. Revanth Reddy, stating 
that welfare policies are being 
designed with a focus on equitable 
development.

He further announced key initia-
tives in the education sector, including 
the launch of Young India Integrated

flict had arrived safely in 
Chennai after being evacu-
ated through Armenia. 
According to the Ministry 
of External Affairs, the fish-
ermen were brought back 
as part of India’s continued 
efforts to ensure the safety 
of its nationals in the con-
flict-affected region.EAM

safe transit of Indian

Prosecutors key to eradicating trafficking, 
bonded labour: AP Home Minister

Visakhapatnam, April 11: 
Andhra Pradesh Home 
Minister Vangalapudi Anitha 
stated that public prosecutors 
play a vital role in eliminating 
social evils such as bonded 
labour and human trafficking. 
She was inaugurating a capaci-
ty-building workshop for pub-
lic prosecutors at Four Points 
by Sheraton Visakhapatnam.

Addressing the gathering, 
the Minister that strict punish-
ment for offenders is possible 
only through effective coordi-
nation between the police and 
prosecution departments. She

Highlighting gov-
ernment initiatives, she said 
that under “Operation Trace,” 
around 900 children have been 
rescued, while 180 individuals 
were safely brought back from 
abroad.

She noted that rescued victims 
of bonded labour are being pro-
vided financial assistance of 
Rs.30,000 by the Central

The event was 
attended by Director of 
Prosecution Ramakoteswara 
Rao, Clement David, public 
prosecutors from various dis-
tricts, and police officials.

Nellore, Apr 11 (UNI) 
YSR Congress Party 
MLC Parvathareddy 
Chandrasekhar Reddy 
alleged that a massive 
Rs 60 crore scam, in the 
name of plantation 
works in Nellore 
Municipal Corporation, 
took place and accused 
Minister P Narayana of 
orchestrating large-
scale misuse of public 
funds.
Addressing the media 
at the YSRCP office 
here on Saturday, he 
claimed that a plan was 
drawn to plant 48,000 
saplings with an expen-
diture of nearly Rs. 
12,000 per plant, far 
higher than the Rs. 750 
per sapling spent dur-
ing the previous YSRCP 
government.

“In the first phase 
alone, Rs 8.03 crore was 
paid for 14,741 saplings, 
with Rs 5,446 spent per 
plant, including tree 
guards, while an addi-
tional Rs 1.24 crore was 
estimated just for 
watering 1,800 plants, 
amounting to Rs 6,888 
per plant for watering 
alone,” he slammed.

The YSRCP MLC 
charged that contracts 
were awarded to 25 con-
tractors linked to the 

ruling party and that 
works were being exe-
cuted without adher-
ence to norms, includ-
ing planting saplings 
on gravel roads while 
claiming cement road 
cutting in tenders, and 
raising bills even for 
plants placed on private 
lands.

The YSRCP leader 
further pointed out that 
in several locations, 
tree guards were not 
installed, saplings were 
planted under electric 
lines, and unsuitable 
flowering plants with 
limited lifespan were 
being used instead of 
shade-giving trees. 
Criticising the timing, 
he said plantations 

were being carried out 
in peak summer with-
out concern for surviv-
al, indicating that the 
objective was only to 
generate bills.

C h a n d r a s e k h a r 
Reddy also said the 
minister’s “N-team” of 
turning corruption into 
a system in Nellore, cit-
ing irregularities 
across multiple civic 
projects, including 
smart street vending, 
traffic signals, bio-toi-
lets, garbage transport, 
silt cleaning, mosquito 
control, and road 
works, most of which 
were allegedly executed 
through nominated 
contracts.

He contrasted this 
with the government’s 
treatment of the poor, 
stating that water con-
nections were cut for 
non-payment of as little 
as Rs. 350 while crores 
were being siphoned off 
through inflated con-
tracts.

YSRCP MLC alleges Rs 60 crore 
plantation scam in Nellore
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Edit

Sir Humphrey Appleby, the incomparable bureaucrat of British television, once
explained governance to a bemused minister with characteristic wit: “The correct
procedure, Minister, is not a means to an end. It is the end. Once you understand
that, everything becomes quite straightforward.” He was, of course, joking. Those
who understood his character, however, know that he wasn’t.
There is a distinct sophistication to institutional double standards. They arrive
cloaked in procedure, bolstered by precedent, and supported by regulation. They do
not say we are favouring ourselves. They say the framework requires this outcome.
The framework, conveniently was designed by those it now serves. The honourable
Supreme Court of India was recently moved to act against three authors of a 14-page
chapter in a Class 8 NCERT Political Science textbook. The chapter dealt with one of
the pillars of Indian democracy the judiciary. Its fault lay primarily in two para-
graphs touching on challenges facing it: pendency and corruption that took up just
two paragraphs in 14 pages. The decree that followed, as widely reported, involved
excluding the authors from government opportunities without a hearing, and with-
out the due process that courts exist to guarantee. The chapter is understood to be
under revision. The stated concern, that 13-year-olds should not be exposed to
uncomfortable questions about one institution while others go unexamined, is itself
a proposition that warrants examination.
Courts routinely ask the most powerful institutions in the land to account for them-
selves. That is, in fact, the point of having them. I am not a constitutional expert or a
lawyer, but I suppose the judiciary should expect of itself what it demands from
other institutions: transparency, credibility, legitimacy and due process. A guild,
however honourable, that seeks to protect its image ahead of its principles is still a
guild. Such examples can be traced to other institutions as well. Consider, for exam-
ple, the Telecom Regulatory Authority of India (TRAI) established in 1997 as an inde-
pendent buffer between a liberalising market and a government that retained,
through Bharat Sanchar Nigam Limited (BSNL), a fully state-owned legacy operator.
It offers a more nuanced illustration of double standards that have been visible at
several points in its regulatory evolution, not just in outcomes but in design.
Spectrum, the life force of the telecom sector, has been allocated to BSNL adminis-
tratively, at rates bearing little resemblance to auction-determined values.
Interconnection tells a similar story. Early Interconnect Usage Charges, the fees an
operator pays another to terminate calls on a rival network, were structured in ways
that favoured the incumbent. Of the nine chairpersons TRAI has had since incep-
tion, eight have come from government service. Six of the nine have emerged from a
single service cadre. The cadre, like any guild, protects its own. Outsiders are not
welcome and criticism even less so. Such regulatory sinecures, prestigious and well-
compensated, provide limited incentive to take on the ministry that, for all practical
purposes, owns the public sector operator. This is not to suggest that private players
have been passive innocents. They have navigated the regulatory environment with
considerable skill, litigating effectively, lobbying strategically and occasionally man-
aging to benefit from regulatory shifts. The double standard has therefore not
always been binary, even if in the final analysis, BSNL might edge ahead. One solu-
tion, as in the case of Air India, would be to sell BSNL at a more appropriate time,
excluding the land it owns, and permanently rid the sector of the conflicts of interest
and double standards that seep through ownership structures. International institu-
tions are not immune from such tendencies either. Consider the World Trade
Organisation’s architecture on agricultural subsidies, perhaps the most glaring
example in contemporary trade law of process that is now well past it expiry date. 

As the Special Intensive Revision
(SIR) in West Bengal has concluded
and assembly elections are only
days away, about 90 lakh names
have been removed from the voter
lists. About 57% of them are from
districts bordering Bangladesh.
According to media reports,
Muslims in several districts are dis-
proportionately affected. 
Exclusions highlighted in the media
include a former justice of the
Calcutta high court, the 88-year-old
grandson of Nandalal Bose who dec-
orated the original copy of the
Constitution, a decorated Indian Air
Force veteran, and a Kargil war vet-
eran, among many others.  Without
going into the legality of whether
the Election Commission of India
(ECI) was empowered  to conduct
SIR in the manner it is being con-
ducted, we would have been happy
if ECI had succeeded in its avowed
motto of ‘no voter to be left behind.’
Till now, SIR has been completed in
nine major states viz. Bihar,
Chhattisgarh, Gujarat, Kerala,
Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan, Tamil
Nadu, Uttar Pradesh and West
Bengal. Combined with special revi-
sion in Assam, the eligible popula-
tion covered so far has been more
than 63% of persons above 18 years,
is quite substantial and diversified.
About 45 million names were delet-
ed on account of them having been
‘absentee’, ‘shifted’, or ‘missing’, as
per the draft rolls in the nine SIR
states.  Moreover, in the final rolls,
the gap between the expected eligi-
ble citizens and the number of regis-
tered electors in these 10 states is
around 70 million. If a similar trend
persists in the remaining states
also, the gap for all-India is likely to
become more than 110 million.
As this significant gap can largely
be attributed to deletion of absen-
tees, shifted and missing voters, and
logical discrepancies, in this article
we propose to discuss whether any
eligible citizen, as enshrined in sec-
tion 19 of Representation of the
People Act 1950 (RPA), can be
deprived from registration in the

electoral rolls.  

RRECAPITULATION OF STATUTO-
RY PROVISIONS
In the SIR, electors whose filled-in
enumeration forms were not sub-
mitted, have been excluded from the
draft rolls, presuming them to have
shifted elsewhere without intent to
return. The ‘absentee’ or ‘shifted’
status hinges on the ordinary resi-
dence. Any question as to where a
person is ordinarily resident at the
relevant time has to be determined
with reference to several facts and is
to such rules as may be made in this
behalf.  However, neither the Union
government nor the ECI have made
any rules defining it.  The procedure
currently followed is based on the
judgement of the Gauhati high court
in the Manmohan Singh case, which
defined the ‘Ordinary Resident’ to
mean a usual and normal resident of
that place, permanent in character,
not temporary or casual and for a
considerable time. It is the place
where one habitually sleeps at
night. The Supreme Court has also
held that the person has to have an

intention to stay at that place for a
considerably long time.
RPA’s Section 20(1A) also stipulates
that persons absenting themselves
temporarily from their place of ordi-
nary residence shall not, by reason
thereof, cease to be ordinarily resi-
dent therein. Accordingly, the ECI
manual stipulates that the tempo-
rary absence from place of ordinary
residence will not deprive a person
of the qualification of ordinary resi-
dence, if they possess the ability to
return and has intention to return
to that place. 

EXCLUSION FROM DRAFT ROLLS
In fact, the exclusion of absentee or
shifted persons was built into the
SIR, as their names were not to be
included in the draft rolls. Most of
the persons who were absent or tem-
porarily shifted, albeit otherwise
ordinarily resident of that con-
stituency, may not have been avail-
able to receive the forms. Most of
them may not have been in a posi-
tion to come back immediately from
their current place of work or resi-
dence to submit required docu-

ments to the BLO.  
It was quite a demand to expect a
person, particularly poor migrant
workers, to travel to their home
town or village. Most of them may
have been very poor to afford travel
to their place where they were regis-
tered as voters.
Though the facility for online
uploading of forms and documents
was provided by ECI, but the ques-
tion is how many such migrants are
sufficiently digitally literate to avail
themselves of it. Moreover, even in
case of online uploading, the BLO is
to verify the documents by visiting
the household. This makes the facil-
ity ab initio redundant for the
absentee or temporarily shifted
voter.  Hence, all such electors
whose names were not included in
the draft rolls, as their filled-in
forms were not returned by the stip-
ulated dates, did not get any oppor-
tunity to be heard in person under
Section 22 of the RPA. 
Whether the statutory rights of
these persons can be curtailed in
SIR is to be addressed in the judi-
cial fora. 

As Iran negotiates from
strength and Pakistan claims
a peacemaker’s laurels, the
Narendra Modi govern-
ment’s silence and strategic
drift have left India watching
from the margins of a
reordering world. The entire
world will cautiously wel-
come the two-week ceasefire
in the West Asia conflict
between the United States
and Israel on one side and
Iran on the other. It is a
pause, not a peace. But even a
pause, in a conflict that
threatened to engulf civilisa-
tion itself, is cause for meas-
ured relief. What the cease-
fire has revealed, however, is
as consequential as the con-
flict it has temporarily
silenced: a new map of global
influence is being drawn,
and India is not among the
cartographers. The conflict
began on 28 February with
the targeted assassinations
of the topmost echelons of the
Iranian regime. These
strikes commenced just two
days after Prime Minister
Narendra Modi completed
his much-trumpeted visit to
Israel. A visit that said noth-
ing about Israel’s continuing
genocide in Gaza, nothing
about its aggressively expan-
sionist policies in the occu-
pied West Bank, and every-
thing about where India’s
moral compass now points.
That silence, at such a
moment, diminished India’s
global stature in ways that
will take years to recover.
The role played by Pakistan
in brokering the ceasefire is
a severe setback to both the
substance and the style of
Modi’s highly personalised
diplomacy. For a decade, the
policy has been to isolate
Pakistan internationally, to
convince the world that it is a
failed state, a terror sponsor,
unworthy of the global high
table. That policy has now
collapsed spectacularly in
full public view. As recently
as 2018, Pakistan was on infa-
mous FATF list for support-
ing terror networks. Now it
is the peace maker. A bank-
rupt, broken Pakistan could
play peacemaker. A resur-

gent India could only watch.
The question is not what hap-
pened,  but why. A bankrupt
economy, wholly dependent
on the largesse of the IMF,
the Gulf states, and China; a
country broken in so many
institutional ways, Pakistan
was able to play the role of
indispensable mediator in
the most consequential con-
flict of recent times. This is
not merely a diplomatic
embarrassment. It is a strate-
gic failure of the first order.
One recalls what Manmohan
Singh’s government accom-
plished after the 2008
Mumbai terror attacks: the
methodical, evidence-based
international isolation of
Pakistan’s terror networks,
achieved without bellicose
posturing and without aban-
doning India’s moral voice
on the world stage. The con-
trast with the present dispen-
sation is not merely stylistic.
Modi or his team have also
never explained why
Operation Sindoor was sud-
denly and abruptly halted on
May 10, 2025.  The first public
announcement of which
came not from South Block
but from the United States
and for which President
Trump has claimed credit
almost a hundred times
since. Iran, for its part, has
written a chapter that histo-
ry will not forget. Faced with
the threat of obliteration, a
word Donald Trump used
with casual menace,  Iran’s
people became a human
shield for their own civilisa-
tion. 
The asymmetry of the con-
flict was total: the world’s
most powerful military and
the most sophisticated air
force in West Asia against a
country under decades of
sanctions, its infrastructure
degraded, its alliances limit-
ed. And yet Iran did not capit-
ulate. It extracted conditions
at the negotiating table that,
a year ago, would have been
considered unimaginable.
Among those conditions is a
principle with enormous
long-term strategic signifi-
cance: the monetisation of
the Strait of Hormuz.

Through one of history’s
most critical chokepoints,
through which flows a fifth of
the world’s oil, Iran has now
established a framework for
transit pricing. Combined
with the accelerating shift
toward yuan-denominated
energy trade, what we are
witnessing is not merely a
ceasefire but a structural
reconfiguration of global
energy economics. The dol-
lar’s long dominance over oil
markets has taken another
body blow. Iran answered
Trump’s threat of civilisa-
tional obliteration not with
surrender but with negotiat-
ing conditions that reshaped
the strategic landscape. India
has reason to breathe more
easily now. The conflict was
devastating for Indian inter-
ests, threatening energy sup-
ply chains, imperilling LPG
and CNG imports, exposing
vulnerabilities in fertiliser
and pharmaceutical inputs,
and placing the Chabahar
port project and India’s
entire INSTC investment in
jeopardy. The ceasefire gives
India space. But space to do
what? The Modi government
squandered its strategic posi-
tion before and during the
conflict, and there is little
evidence that it has the
capacity for honest intro-
spection now. India was not
at the negotiating table. It
was not even in the
antechamber. 
As BRICS chair this year,
India had a historic opportu-
nity to articulate the voice of
the Global South, to insist on
a ceasefire, to refuse the
binary of alignment with
Western military adventur-
ism. Instead, it chose silence.
That silence, calculated, cow-
ardly, and consequential, has
betrayed the very architec-
ture of BRICS and the non-
aligned tradition that gave
India its distinctive global
voice for seven decades.
External affairs minister S.
Jaishankar once asked, in a
moment of public candour
widely celebrated by his
admirers: how can India
fight a power like China? It
was presented as strategic

realism. But contrast it with
what Iran’s Foreign Minister
said as American bombers
circled his country’s skies:
let them come, we will teach
them. One statement dimin-
ishes a nation; the other, dig-
nifies one. Jaishankar also
once dismissed Pakistan’s
role in regional diplomacy as
that of a dalal, a broker, a
middleman, with all the con-
tempt that word carries.
Today, that dalal has bro-
kered a ceasefire between
nuclear-armed America and
a defiant Iran. Words, in
diplomacy, have a way of
returning. The increased
influence of Pakistan, how-
ever temporary it may prove,
must be a cause of serious
concern for India. Pakistan’s
diplomatic rehabilitation,
earned by playing an indis-
pensable role in a global cri-
sis, will have consequences
on the margins of every
international forum where
India seeks to press its case
on cross-border terrorism,
on Jammu and Kashmir, on
the legitimacy of military
responses to provocations.
The ground that India has
lost is not merely rhetorical.
It translates directly into
reduced leverage, reduced
credibility, and reduced
room to manoeuvre. And
then there is the matter of the
relationship with
Washington. Donald Trump
has humiliated India in ways
that would have drawn a
sharp public response from
any government with a
spine. He forced an asymmet-
ric and deeply unfair trade
framework on India, extract-
ing concessions under threat
of tariffs while India’s nego-
tiators smiled for photo-
graphs. He sent back Indian
nationals, shackled and
chained in military aircraft,
a deliberate act of degrada-
tion that no self-respecting
nation should have absorbed
in silence. He took credit for
halting India’s own military
operation. And through it all,
the government that wraps
itself in nationalist rhetoric
offered not a syllable of pub-
lic protest. 

In Kolkata's social vocabu-
lary, a particular group has
long held a special place - the
'bhadralok', or what is often
referred to as the 'mad-
hyabitta' (middle-class). In
English-language discourse,
this social class was once
described as the "middling
class", and the term later
evolved into the "educated
middle class", sometimes
simply called the "middle
class". During the colonial
period, British officials, who
first encountered this social
group, referred to them as
"educated natives." Like
most modern social classes,
however, the boundaries of
the bhadralok community
are difficult to define pre-
cisely. In West Bengal, and
particularly in Kolkata, the
bhadralok have historically
played a central role in shap-
ing public opinion. In earlier
decades, the Congress party
enjoyed considerable sup-
port among Kolkata's urban
middle class, while rural
Bengal leaned more towards
the Left parties. Later, dur-
ing the final phase of Left
rule, Buddhadeb
Bhattacharjee maintained
significant support among
urban educated voters,
while Mamata Banerjee
emerged as the political
favourite in rural Bengal.
Eventually, Banerjee man-
aged to expand her influence
across both demographics.
However, in the 2026
Assembly election, a differ-
ent pattern appears to be
emerging in parts of urban
Kolkata. In some areas,
there is visible anti-incum-
bency after nearly fifteen
years of Banerjee's govern-
ment. Among sections of the
bhadralok, too, a certain
level of dissatisfaction has
become evident. Their con-
cerns revolve around sever-
al issues that have dominat-
ed political debates in the
state, including the educa-
tion recruitment scam, alle-
gations of corruption in
political campaigns, and the
activities of the so-called

"syndicate" networks
involved in construction and
local contracting. For many
members of the Bengali
bhadralok community,
these controversies have
created a sense of disillu-
sionment with the present
administration. The Special
Intensive Revision (SIR) of
the voter list has added
another layer of controver-
sy. Some argue that the dele-
tions disproportionately
affect slum residents or
minority communities in
Kolkata, while others sug-
gest that the exercise target-
ed illegal infiltrators, includ-
ing Bangladeshis living in
railway colonies or old
refugee settlements.
Differing Opinions
Renowned filmmaker
Arindam Sil said, "We are
not against SIR, but we are
worried about the abrupt
huge deletion. Bengali cul-
tural degradation is a wrong
perception because there are
good films Bengalis are still
creating. Tagore's songs,
dance and book fairs -- all are
still happening. But deleted
voters can't get hearings
from tribunals. This is
unthinkable." Painter and
renowned artist Samir Aich
disagreed. "After the RG Kar
and Sandeshkhali incidents,
Bengali culture has com-
pletely eroded. I do not sub-
scribe to any particular
party but, as a creative per-

son, I think Bengal has lost
its cultural glory in the past
15 years. Vote bank politics
should be stopped. The SIR
idea is good," he said.
Retired police officer Nazrul
Islam also said implement-
ing the SIR was a good deci-
sion and that the Trinamool
Congress government in the
state had "destroyed" the
state's development model.
Banerjee and the Trinamool
have argued that many gen-
uine voters have been
removed from the list and
that the deletions do not
affect only minority commu-
nities, but also a significant
number of Hindu voters.
There have been several
reported instances where
academicians, teachers, pro-
fessors, college students, and
government employees dis-
covered that their names
were missing from the voter
lists. For many people, the
process of correcting the
records and re-entering
their names has proven to be
complicated. The SIR verifi-
cation procedure requires
filling out multiple forms
and appearing for inquiries,
which many citizens have
found difficult and stressful.
The BJP has tried to counter
these criticisms by arguing
that voter list revisions have
taken place in several other
states as well, including
Kerala, Assam and Tamil
Nadu, without similar politi-

cal turmoil. The party says
the protests in West Bengal
are largely incited by the
Trinamool. Banerjee, how-
ever, has argued that there is
a political conspiracy
behind the process, claiming
that it is being used as a
method to remove voters
sympathetic to her party. In
her campaign speeches, she
accused the Election
Commission of functioning
as a political instrument of
the BJP, an accusation that
the saffron party has denied.
Voices Raised As a result,
two parallel currents are
now visible in Kolkata's pub-
lic discourse. On the one
hand, there is genuine dis-
content among sections of
the bhadralok community
regarding governance
issues. Many of these voices
regularly appear in televi-
sion debates and discussions
across social media plat-
forms. Among sections of the
Bengali middle class, criti-
cism of the government has
been growing. However, the
SIR controversy has also
caused discomfort among
several independent intellec-
tuals and professionals who
do not align with the
Trinamool Congress. For
example, Dr Kunal Sarkar, a
well-known cardiologist,
and Professor Sukanta
Chowdhury, emeritus pro-
fessor of Jadavpur
University.

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RBL Bank Ltd. on Saturday
said that it has called an
extraordinary general meet-
ing on May 4 to seek share-
holder approval for changes
linked to Emirates NBD
Bank's planned investment,
including revised board
nomination rights and
amendments to the bank's
articles of association. The
move advances the Dubai
lender's proposed acquisi-
tion of a controlling stake in
the private sector bank. The
key pricing detail remains
unchanged. Emirates NBD
is set to subscribe to new
RBL Bank shares at Rs 280
per equity share under the
preferential allotment
announced earlier. The pro-
posed issue covers up to
95.91crore fully paid-up equi-
ty shares, or a lower number
equal to 60% of the post-
issue equity capital, subject
to adjustments under the
investment agreement. The
bank said its board
approved an amendment
agreement on April 11 to
align the original October
2025 investment pact with
conditions set out in the
Reserve Bank of India's
approval. The central bank
had cleared Emirates NBD
to acquire up to 74% of RBL
Bank's paid-up share capital
through a letter dated April

1. The transaction is set to
become one of the most sig-
nificant foreign investments
in an Indian private lender
and would give Emirates
NBD management control of
RBL Bank once completed.
India permits foreign invest-
ment of up to 74% in private
banks, though larger hold-
ings by a single foreign insti-
tution require regulatory
approval. NDTV Profit had
reported on April 2 that the
RBI had approved the pro-
posed acquisition of majori-
ty shareholding in RBL
Bank by Emirates NBD, fol-
lowing earlier clearance
from the Competition
Commission of India. The
deal is expected to close in
the first quarter of FY27,

subject to remaining
approvals and customary
conditions. Deal Terms
Under the deal structure, if
Emirates NBD holds more
than 50% of the bank, it can
nominate all non-independ-
ent directors, including
executive directors, subject
to applicable law. That right
reduces as shareholding
falls. If its stake is 50% or
below but at least 30%, it
may nominate up to three
non-executive directors.
Below that, the number falls
further based on ownership
thresholds. RBL Bank also
said shareholders will vote
on approval for fixed remu-
neration payable to
Chandan Sinha as non-exec-
utive part-time chairman.

The panel on “Accountability
by Design: Shaping AI
Regulations, Platforms, and
Critical Digital
Infrastructure” at the recent
7th Digital Citizen Summit

This is why privacy by design
and privacy by default must
be foundational. The discus-
sion highlighted how choices
made at the model-design
stage, such as adopting open-
weighted or closed-weighted
systems, directly shape trans-
parency, customisation and
oversight.

The
frozen assets question has a
long and tangled history.
The most recent significant
transfer came in September
2023, when around $6 billion
in Iranian oil revenues
frozen in South Korean
banks since 2019 were
moved to restricted accounts
in Qatar under a US sanc-
tions waiver, tied to a pris-
oner exchange. Iran could
access the funds only for
humanitarian purchases,
food, medicine, under strict
US oversight. Those funds
were subsequently blocked
again after the Hamas-led
attacks of October 7, 2023,
due to Iran's links to the

group. The exact total value
of Iran's frozen assets abroad
is unclear, but several esti-
mates place the figure above
$100 billion. Before the war,
Iran was already in acute
economic distress, with
year-on-year inflation run-
ning at over 68 percent,the
highest since World War II,
making the release of frozen
funds a central demand in
any settlement. The final
agreement being negotiated
is expected to include
Iranian commitments not to
pursue nuclear weapons in
exchange for sanctions relief
and the return of frozen
assets, Reuters reported.
Iran's broader 10-point pro-
posal, which forms the basis
of the current negotiations,

includes lifting all sanctions,
the release of frozen assets
abroad, and full payment of
Iran's war-related damages.
Washington has not publicly
confirmed the scope of any
asset release. US President
Donald Trump confirmed on
Saturday that peace talks
between the United States
and Iran had officially begun
in Islamabad. However,
Trump called Iran a 'failing
nation' and expressing deep
uncertainty about the out-
come of the negotiations, In
a phone call with Trump,
White House Correspondent
Kellie Meyer asked Trump
about his Truth Social post
touting US oil and gas sup-
plies, Trump said the move-
ment of tankers toward

American shores was not a
consequence of Iran keeping
the Strait of Hormuz shut.
"Take a look out of the great
seas of our world — many of
them heading to the United
States to load up with oil, we
have plenty of it," he said.
The Strait, he added, would
reopen "in the not too distant
future." When asked
whether Trump believed
Iran was acting in good
faith, he was non-committal.
"I'll let you know that in a
very short period of time,
won't take long," he said.
When pressed on how talks
were going, Trump said he
had "no idea." Asked if he
was hopeful, the president
shrugged off the question in
characteristic fashion:
"Whatever, otherwise we'll
reset. We're ready to go."
Meanwhile, Trump earlier
stated that a large empty oil
tankers were on their way to
the United States to load up
with American oil and gas.
"Massive numbers of com-
pletely empty oil tankers,
some of the largest any-
where in the World, are
heading, right now, to the
United States to load up
with the best and 'sweetest'
oil (and gas!) anywhere in
the World," Trump wrote.
"We have more oil than the
next two largest oil
economies combined — and
higher quality.

President Donald Trump
says Iran is "LOSING BIG" in
the conflict as talks in
Islamabad kick off. In a
lengthy Truth Social post,
Trump claims members of
the media "love saying that
Iran is 'winning' when, in
fact, everyone knows that
they are LOSING and LOS-
ING BIG". He then goes on to
repeat assertions his admin-
istration has made during the
conflict: "Their Navy is gone,

their Air Force is gone, their
Anti Aircraft apparatus is
nonexistent, Radar is dead,
their Missile and Drone
Factories have been largely
obliterated along with the
Missiles and Drones them-
selves and, most importantly,
their longtime 'Leaders' are
no longer with us, praise be to
Allah!" After referring to Iran
laying sea mines, he goes on
to say the US is now starting
"clearing out the Strait of

Hormuz as a favor to
Countries all over the World".
Sources have told the BBC
that talks have now started
between the US and Iran - but
for the moment are still indi-
rect through Pakistani medi-
ators. We were taken through
multiple checkpoints and
escorted by armed police into
the centre of Islamabad’s
diplomatic area: the red zone.
The convention centre is sur-
rounded by billboards embla-

zoned with the US, Iranian
and Pakistan flags and the
words "Islamabad talks", the
centre full of journalists who
have travelled from around
the world to cover them.
Large screens fill the centre’s
auditorium broadcasting tel-
evision stations from around
the world covering the news
from Islamabad. Rarely has
Pakistan found itself at the
heart of such significant
international diplomacy.
Across the road is the Serena
Hotel where American Vice
President JD Vance arrived
shortly afternoon after visit-
ing the US embassy. 
It is here, along with special
envoy Steve Witkoff and
Jared Kushner, that he met
with Pakistani Prime
Minister Shehbaz Sharif,
and the interior minister,
Mohsin Naqvi. Shariff is said
to have expressed his hope
that these talks would serve
as a stepping stone towards
durable peace in the region.
The Iranians also met the
prime minister, although no

images of their meeting have
been shared. Iran's network
of regional allies and proxies
– Hezbollah in Lebanon, the
Houthis in Yemen, Hamas in
Gaza and an assortment of
militias in Iraq – has given
Tehran regional clout, allow-
ing Iran to exercise what is
often called "forward
defence" in its long-running
disputes with Israel and the
United States. Since the start
of the Gaza war in October
2023, the network Iran calls
the "Axis of Resistance" has
been under constant attack.
One part of it, the regime of
the former Syrian dictator
Bashar al-Assad, no longer
exists. But Israel sees what
it calls the "Axis of Evil" as
representing an existential
threat, which needs to be
fully eradicated. At a time
when the Iranian economy
is buckling, many Iranians
would also like to see their
government spending less
on foreign adventurism
and more on making their
lives easier. 

The four astronauts who
flew in Nasa's Artemis II
mission around the Moon
have splashed down safely
in the Pacific Ocean after a
flawless return. The crew
are now safely aboard a
waiting ship and recover-
ing from a nine-day voyage
that took them further from
Earth than any humans in
history. Their Orion space-
craft was travelling at more
than 24,000mph
(38,600km/h) when it hit the
Earth's upper atmosphere
and its heatshield was sub-
jected to temperatures half
as hot as found on the sur-
face of the Sun. Their safe
return clears the way for
the next stage of the
Artemis programme, which
aims to land humans on the
lunar surface and eventual-
ly build a permanent base

on the Moon. The extreme
heat meant the capsule,
which the astronauts
named Integrity, lost con-
tact with mission control in
Houston for six minutes
during the descent. There
were cheers when
Commander Reid
Wiseman's voice was heard

saying: "Houston, Integrity
here. We hear you loud and
clear." The mission's
moment of maximum jeop-
ardy had passed, and soon
the spacecraft's red-and-
white parachutes opened
and sent the capsule sailing
majestically through the
sky. "Good main chutes!"

the Nasa commentary
enthused repeatedly, until
the capsule hit the ocean for
a perfect splashdown. "A
perfect bull's eye splash-
down for Integrity and its
four astronauts," Nasa com-
mentator Rob Navias said
moments after the landing.
The astronauts - Wiseman,
pilot Victor Glover, mission
specialist Christina Koch
and Canadian astronaut
Jeremy Hansen - were care-
fully extracted from the cap-
sule and taken by helicopter
to the USS John P Murtha,
where they will undergo
medical evaluations. Nasa
said they would be flown to
Houston to be reunited with
their families on Saturday.
As they waited on the ship's
deck they could be seen
smiling and chatting while
posing for photos.

The British rock band Deep
Purple met a long-time super
fan in Tokyo on Friday - who
just happened to be the
Japanese prime minister.
"You are my god," Sanae
Takaichi, a hard rock enthu-
siast, told the band's drum-
mer Ian Paice, beaming as
she handed him a pair of
signed Japanese-made
drumsticks. An avid drum-
mer herself, Takaichi played
in a Deep Purple tribute
band as a girl after becoming
a fan in primary school.
"These days, when I fight
with my husband I drum to
Burn and cast a curse on
him," the 65-year-old conser-
vative leader told the musi-
cians at her office in the
Japanese capital, Tokyo, on

Friday. The band met
Japan's first female prime
minister as they returned to
tour across the country
where they recorded the 1972
live album Made in Japan -
considered to be one of the
greatest rock albums ever
recorded. "I can't believe
Deep Purple are here,"

Takaichi said, smiling as she
greeted the musicians. "I
have the deepest respect for
the way you continue to
make rock history while
embracing new challenges
and creating captivating
music to this day," she said
through an interpreter. The
prime minister said she

hoped the tour would "thrill
and excite fans all over
Japan" and promote cultural
exchange between the UK
and Japan. The band wrote
in a post on Instagram: "A
lifelong fan of hard rock and
heavy metal, Takaichi has
often named Deep Purple as
one of her favourite bands.
"She even told the group she
bought their Machine Head
album back in grade school."
Formed in England in 1968,
Deep Purple became known
as one of the "unholy trinity"
of British heavy metal
bands, alongside Black
Sabbath and Led Zeppelin.
Perhaps their most
renowned hit - Smoke on the
Water - came on their 1971
album Machine Head. 

Nasa's Artemis II mission
has successfully sent four
astronauts sweeping around
the far side of the Moon and
landed them safely back
home. The Orion spacecraft
performed admirably and
the images the astronauts
captured have delighted a
whole new generation about
the possibilities of space
travel. But does this mean
that the children enthralled
by the mission will be able to
live and work on the Moon
in their lifetimes? Perhaps
even go to Mars, as the
Artemis programme prom-
ises? It seems churlish to
say, but looping the Moon
was relatively easy. The
really hard part lies ahead,
so the answer is "maybe,
maybe not". When Neil
Armstrong and Buzz Aldrin
became the first humans to
land on the Moon in July
1969, many assumed it was
only the beginning and that
people would soon be living
and working in space. That
didn't happen because the
Apollo programme was
born not from a love of
exploration, but from the
Cold War, to demonstrate
US superiority over the
Soviet Union. That feat was
achieved by Armstrong's

"one small step" off his lunar
lander - job done. Just a few
years after he planted the
American flag on the lunar
surface, the TV audience fig-
ures for subsequent mis-
sions plummeted and future
Apollo missions were
scrapped. This time, Nasa's
stated ambition is different.
Administrator Jared
Isaacman has set out plans
for one crewed lunar land-
ing per year, beginning in
2028, with the fifth Artemis
mission - planned for later
that same year - marking the
start of what the agency
calls its Moon base. It
sounds like science fiction,
but here are the words of a
serious space player dealing
in science fact: "The Moon
economy will develop,"
Josef Aschbacher, Director
General of the European
Space Agency (ESA), tells
me. "It will take time to set
up the various elements,
but it will develop." But as
the commander of Apollo
13 famously said when his
spacecraft malfunctioned
on the way to the Moon:
"Houston, we've had a
problem..." The lander
problem To get boots on
the lunar surface, Nasa
needs a lander. 

Djibouti's President
Ismail Omar Guelleh has
won an election with
97.8% of the vote, keep-
ing him at the helm of
the strategically-placed
Horn of Africa nation for
a sixth term, prelimi-
nary official results
show. The 78-year-old's
sole challenger
Mohamed Farah
Samatar got 2.19% of the
vote, in a poll boycotted
by most of the opposi-
tion. In power for 27
years, Guelleh had prom-
ised to step down, but
ran for re-election after
the constitution was
amended in November to
remove the upper age
limit of 75 for presiden-
tial candidates. Guelleh's
campaign focused on the
fact that he had main-
tained stability in
Djibouti at a time when
other regional states,
and the Middle East, had
been hit by conflict.
Lying on the Bab el-
Mandeb Strait, Djibouti
serves as a gateway to
the Suez Canal, one of
the world's busiest ship-
ping routes. The US,
China, France, Italy and
Japan have military
bases in the country.
Guelleh is only Djibouti's

second president since it
gained its independence
from France in 1977. The
leaders of the main oppo-
sition parties - including
Dahir Ahmed Farah -
have boycotted elections
since 2016, saying there
was no free political
activity. Guelleh cele-
brated his victory at his
home, saying it was a
victory for the entire
nation. Officials said
that more than 80% of
registered voters cast
their ballots in Friday's
election. Samatar, who
was the flag-bearer of a
small party with no parlia-
mentary seats, has not yet
commented. The results
were released by the inte-
rior ministry but still
need to be validated by
judges on the constitution-
al council before Guelleh
can be sworn in for anoth-
er five-year term. He won
the 2021 election by a sim-
ilar margin. In 2010,
Djibouti's parliament
scrapped term limits, and
shortened presidential
mandates from six to five
years. It also set 75 as the
age limit for candidates,
before changing the con-
stitution in November so
that Guelleh could run for
office again.

Artemis II mission
was a triumph. Now
comes the hard part Democratic Congressman

Eric Swalwell, one of the
leading candidates in the
race to be California's next
governor, has denied allega-
tions of sexual misconduct
from former staff. "These
allegations are false and
come on the eve of an elec-
tion against the frontrunner
for governor," he said in a
statement after multiple
women made allegations
ranging from sexual harass-
ment to rape. His opponents
- and several supporters,
including House
Democratic Leader Hakeem
Jeffries - have called on him
to leave the race. Democrats
will pick their candidate in a
primary on 2 June. The win-
ner, expected to become the
next governor in the heavily
Democratic state, will go on

to the 3 November general
election. The first allegation
against Swalwell emerged
publicly on Friday in the
San Francisco Chronicle. A
former staff member told the
newspaper that, shortly
after being hired to work in
his district office in Castro
Valley, Swalwell began mak-
ing inappropriate com-
ments, including soliciting
her for sex and sending her
sexual messages.

The world's largest
known group of wild
chimpanzees has split
and been locked in a
vicious "civil war" for the
last eight years, accord-
ing to researchers. It is
not clear exactly why the
once close-knit communi-
ty of Ngogo chimpanzees
at Uganda's Kibale
National Park are at log-
gerheads, but since 2018
the scientists have
recorded 24 killings,
including 17 infants.
"These were chimps that
would hold hands," lead
author Aaron Sandel
said. "Now they're trying
to kill each other." The
study, published in the
journal Science, says the
intensity and duration of

the violence may inform
how early human conflict
developed. Sandel, an
anthropologist from the
University of Texas in the
US, and co-director of the
Ngogo Chimpanzee
Project, says chim-
panzees are "very territo-
rial", and have "hostile
interactions with those
from other groups". "[It's]
like a fear of strangers,"
he told the Science pod-
cast. But over several
decades, Sandel said the
nearly 200 Ngogo chim-
panzees had lived in har-
mony. There were divid-
ed into two sets - known
to researchers as Western
and Central - but they had
existed overall as a cohe-
sive group.

On the eve of Hungary's bit-
terly fought and highly sig-
nificant election, the two
main rivals are taking
their campaigns to the
wire, as Péter Magyar
attempts to end 16 years of
continuous rule by Viktor
Orbán's party Fidesz.
"We're at the gates of a two-
thirds majority victory," he
told cheering supporters,
before mingling for selfies.
"Let's gear up and push for
the last 100 metres!" His
final campaign stop will be
in the second city,
Debrecen, in the north-east,
while Orbán, who trails in
most of the polls, will
address a rally in Budapest.
But perhaps the biggest
rally of all came on Friday

night, when tens of thou-
sands of Hungarians
crammed the capital's
Heroes' Square and sur-
rounding streets for an
anti-Fidesz concert. "I feel it
in my bones something's
going to change," said first-
time voter Fanni, who came
with her mother from a vil-
lage two hours' drive away
in the south. "I don't believe
I'd vote for [Magyar] in an
ideal situation, but this is
our only chance." Orbán's
biggest threat is that he is
facing a cross-section of
public anger, and it has
been largely channelled
into one single opposition
movement, led by a former
Fidesz insider who
rebelled. 

Trump administration unveils 250-foot 'Triumphal Arch' design
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Royal Challengers
Bengaluru scripted history
despite suffering a six-
wicket loss against
Rajasthan Royals in their
IPL 2026 encounter on
Friday. The defending
champions were complete-
ly outplayed as 15-year-old
Vaibhav Sooryavanshi
slammed 78 off 26 deliver-
ies to guide his team to a
brilliant win. However,
there was some positive for
RCB as they bounced back
from 94/6 to post a compet-
itive total of 202. Skipper
Rajat Patidar slammed a
half-century and was able
to stitch together signifi-
cant partnerships with
Romario Shepherd and
Venkatesh Iyer. As a
result, RCB became the
first team ever in the histo-
ry of the IPL to reach the
200-run mark despite los-
ing their first six wickets
for less than 100.
Previously, the highest
team total after losing the
first six wickets within 100

belonged to Punjab Kings,
who scored 183 against
Mumbai Indians in 2024.
Royal Challengers
Bengaluru's batting coach
and team mentor Dinesh
Karthik praised the team's
character and resilience
following their first away
fixture of the season
against Rajasthan Royals,
where the side went down
by six wickets. "It's impor-
tant to understand that in a
tournament like the IPL,
it's a marathon; you're not
going to win every game.

But if the team keeps show-
ing character, keeps fight-
ing, that's how you excel,"
said Karthik. Karthik
pointed out that the surface
was not the easiest to bat
on, making the team's total
an impressive effort. 
"I felt the pitch was not that
easy to bat on. It wasn't
really coming on, and Dev's
dismissal just showed that
the pitch was sticking. In
spite of all the challenges
that we had, to get to the
score that we did was a
wonderful effort." 

South Africa cricket team
batter Rilee Rossouw, who is
currently playing for
Pakistan Super League
(PSL) side Quetta
Gladiators, made a stunning
remark on the Indian
Premier League (IPL). In a
video that has surfaced on
social media, he claimed
that the PSL was more com-
petitive than the IPL and
added that the IPL is a long
tournament with a lot of
backing from Bollywood. As
a result, he said that the
tournament becomes “more
of a movie” than “actual
cricket.” “The IPL is a very
long tournament, and the
PSL is a much more compact
tournament where the com-
petition is a lot more fierce.
The IPL obviously has the
whole Bollywood backing it,

so it's a lot more of a movie
than actual cricket,” he said.
Earlier, the Pakistan Cricket
Board's policy of allowing its
employees to work with
franchises in the Pakistan
Super League has come
under scrutiny after former
captain Misbah ul Haq con-

firmed he was involved with
Peshawar Zalmi as consult-
ant. The PCB at the start of
the PSL had stopped
Sarfaraz Ahmed and Wahab
Riaz from working with the
Quetta Gladiators franchise.
The board said under its pol-
icy former players who were

on the PCB payroll were not
allowed to work in the PSL in
any capacity as it was a con-
flict of interest. But Misbah
defended his involvement
with Peshawar Zalmi despite
being a paid national selec-
tor and batting consultant
with the PCB. "I had signed a
contract with Zalmi before I
became national selector and
I only work for them as con-
sultant on given days in a
season," Misbah told the
media wearing the Peshawar
Zalmi kit. Asked how he got
permission from the PCB to
work in the PSL when
Sarfaraz who was with him
on the selection committee
and Wahab were stopped
from working with Quetta
Gladiators, Misbah said his
case was different and the
PCB can best explain this. 

Following shuttler Ayush
Shetty's qualification to the
final of the Badminton Asia
Championships, India's two-
time Olympic medallist PV
Sindhu hailed him as a "gen-
erational talent" and went on
to rank him among the best
youngsters she has come
across. Shetty produced one
of the biggest performances
of his career, defeating World
No. 1 Kunlavut Vitidsarn to
storm into the final of the
Badminton Asia
Championships in Ningbo on
Saturday. In a high-intensity
semifinal clash, Shetty
showed remarkable
resilience after losing the
opening game. He bounced
back strongly to register a 10-
21, 21-19, 21-17 win, turning
the match around with sharp
attacking play and control in
the longer rallies. Taking to
X, she wrote, "I have consis-
tently maintained that he is a
generational talent. In terms

of pure natural ability, he
stands right up there with the
very best young players I
have come across. There is a
prodigious level of talent in
him, and it is something you
immediately recognise when
you see him on court. He has
been training in my training
group for the past three
weeks along with coach
Irwan, and this period has
only reinforced my belief in
his potential." Sindhu went
on to say that he has a "strong
presence on the court" and
that his height gives him an
"excellent reach". The leg-
endary shuttler also pointed
out his "very deep, heavy
smash" that can put pressure
on his opponents.

His height
gives him excellent reach,
and he already possesses a
very deep, heavy smash that
can put opponents under
serious pressure. 

Babar Azam is currently in
action in the Pakistan Super
League (PSL). Once Pakistan's
all-format captain, Babar
Azam has seen his stocks
decline in recent times and is
now on something of a come-
back trail, particularly in T20
cricket. Recently, the star bat-
ter etched his name into the
record books by becoming the
fastest player to reach 12,000
runs in T20 cricket. He
achieved this milestone dur-
ing his 351st match in
Karachi, playing for
Peshawar Zalmi in the ongo-
ing PSL against the Karachi
Kings. Babar reached the
landmark in just 338 innings.
Currently captaining
Peshawar Zalmi, Babar was
struck by a nasty bounce from
Lahore Qalandars' Ubaid
Shah. The delivery hit him on

the neck, forcing him to sit
down on the ground immedi-
ately. Azam has established
himself as one of the tourna-
ment's most consistent bat-
ters, with over 100 matches
played, multiple 50-plus
scores, and two centuries. He
surpassed the previous record

held by former West Indies
legend Chris Gayle, who had
reached the mark in 343
innings and remains the high-
est run-scorer in T20s. India's
star batter Virat Kohli sits
third on the list, having taken
360 innings to achieve the feat.
Babar needed just 13 runs dur-

ing the PSL clash between
Peshawar Zalmi and the
Karachi Kings to enter the
12,000-run club in T20 cricket,
and he reached the milestone
in the fourth over of Zalmi's
innings. With this achieve-
ment, Babar became only the
second Pakistani batter to
cross the 12,000-run mark in
T20s. The record for the most
T20 runs by a Pakistani player
is still held by veteran batter
Shoaib Malik. Babar opened
the innings for Peshawar
Zalmi and remained unbeaten
on 87 off 51 deliveries. He
struck 10 fours and two sixes
during his fluent knock and
stitched a commanding 191-
run partnership for the sec-
ond wicket with Kusal
Mendis, guiding Zalmi to an
imposing total of 246/3 in their
allotted 20 overs. 

Daniel Rodriguez is tar-
geting a return to UFC and
says he will show the
"monster that prison cre-
ated" after eight months in
a Mexican jail. The 39-
year-old American posted
a video on Instagram,
external on Thursday
with the caption "ready
for my return to the UFC
octagon" after saying he
has been released from
prison in Tijuana. The
video appears to show
footage of Rodriguez train-
ing with a punch bag and
sparring in front of a line
of prison cells. The details
of Rodriguez's arrest have
not been disclosed and
BBC Sport has asked
Mexican legal authorities
and the UFC for comment.
"Eight months in a cage in
Tijuana, Mexico never

killed my spirit. I did
everything possible to
stay on point and ready
for my return to the UFC
octagon," said Rodriguez.
"Expect a hungrier, more
focused version of myself.
They tried to take it all
away, now it's time for me
to come back and show
you all the monster that
prison created. "Thank
you to my legal and man-

agement team, family and
real friends to help me be
a free man." Rodriguez -
who is 14th in the UFC's
welterweight rankings -
has not fought since July
last year, when he beat
American Kevin Holland
by unanimous decision.
He made his debut in the
UFC in 2020 and has won
10 of his 14 fights in the
promotion.

yson Fury says he
took his undefeated
record "for granted"

as the British heavyweight
appeared lean and sharp
before Saturday's bout with
Arslanbek Makhmudov at
Tottenham Hotspur
Stadium. The 37-year-old -
returning to the ring after
two consecutive defeats to
Oleksandr Usyk in 2024 -
weighed in at 19st 2lb
(122kg), three pounds heav-
ier than his Russian oppo-
nent. Fury briefly retired
after suffering the first loss-
es of his career to Usyk in
Saudi Arabia, but outlined
his desire to become a three-
time world champion.

"Whoever has the belts I
want to get them back. I was
undefeated for 17 years and
took it for granted," he said
at Friday's weigh-in in
London. "I had two losses in
a row and I'm not the hunted
now but I'm the hunter. It
feels great to be the young
fresh hunter again. "I want
to make a statement, so I've
come in nice and light and
lean." Fury - who had the
infamous 11-minute and 20-
second stare down with
Usyk before their second
fight 16 months ago - shared
just a short seven-second
face-off with Makhmudov,
before the 36-year-old left
the stage. Fury was in the

same upbeat mood he has
shown all week - making
time for fans outside before-
hand, laughing and joking
with the media, and
strolling out to Eminem's
'Without Me' with the line
"guess who's back?" blasting
over the speakers. But the
focus soon turned to the
scales, with weight a talking
point throughout the
Morecambe fighter's career.
He was a career-heaviest
20st 1lb (127kg) - although
fully clothed - for his
rematch with Usyk in
December 2024, while dur-
ing his hiatus from boxing
between 2016 and 2018 he
ballooned to around 28st

(178kg) amid personal strug-
gles. Fury - who has spent
his training camp in
Pattaya, Thailand - weighed
the same as he did for his
last fight in the United
Kingdom in December 2022
when he beat fellow Briton
Derek Chisora. "It's a
decent, comfortable, happy
weight for Fury. A lot of peo-
ple thought he'd come in
heavier, but that's a good
weight," said BBC Radio 5
Live boxing pundit Steve
Bunce. "He looks like a man
that has been training in the
heat for an awful long time.
"He might have been 23 or 24
stone when he started train-
ing for this fight.

Former India all-rounder Irfan
Pathan also took to social media to praise
the young sensation. “Does Vaibhav
Suryavanshi target big bowlers purposely? I
like to think so," he wrote. Virat Kohli had a
special message for teenage sensation
Vaibhav Sooryavanshi after the latter's
breathtaking knock against Royal
Challenegers Bengaluru (RCB) on Friday
night. Virat signed Vaibhav's cap post match

writing, “Dear Vaibhav, well done”. The
moment came after Sooryavanshi delivered
an incredible performance, scoring 78 runs
off just 26 balls to lead Rajasthan Royals to a
comfortable six-wicket victory over Royal

runs, the 15-year-old kept the pressure off
RR, attacking RCB's bowlers with impres-
sive skill.

Iyer’s unbeaten 69 guides 
Punjab Kings to 6-wkt win over SRH

IPL 2026: 

New Chandigarh (TSIT) : Captain Shreyas Iyer 
remained unbeaten at 69 while Priyansh Arya 

and Prabhsimran Singh scored quick half-
centuries as Punjab Kings (PBKS) chased 

down the target of 220 runs in just 18.5 
overs against Sunrisers Hyderabad 
(SRH) in the 17th match of Indian 
Premier League (IPL) 2026 at the PCA 
New International Cricket Stadium 
in New Chandigarh on Saturday.

With this win, PBKS remain 
unbeaten this season. They now 

have seven points from four 
matches, with one game 
against Kolkata Knight 
Riders (KKR) abandoned due 
to rain. Chasing a big total, 
the Punjab Kings got off to a 
flying start. Openers 
Priyansh Arya and 
Prabhsimran Singh contin-

ued their good form and 
attacked the SRH bowlers 

right from the start. Priyansh 
took the lead early, playing 

aggressive shots all around the 
ground.

He scored 21 runs in the final 
over of the Power-play off 
Harshal Patel and reached his 
fifty in just 16 balls with back-to-

back boundaries. This became the 

second-fastest fifty for Punjab Kings, just 
behind KL Rahul’s 14-ball half-century in 2018. 
Prabhsimran also played his part well, and 
PBKS reached 93/0 at the end of the Power-
play.

SRH finally got a breakthrough in the sev-
enth over when Shivang Kumar dismissed 
Priyansh Arya, who scored 57 off just 20 balls 
with five fours and five sixes. Shivang struck 
again in his next over, removing Prabhsimran 
Singh after he completed his fifty in 24 balls. He 
scored 51 runs, hitting four fours and four 
sixes. Despite these wickets, PBKS are in a 
strong position at 124/2 after 10 overs.

Shivang continued his good spell and picked 
up another wicket, dismissing Cooper Connolly 
with a wide delivery outside off stump. Captain 
Shreyas Iyer steadied the innings along with 
impact substitute Nehal Wadhera. The pair 
rotates the strike well and punishes loose deliv-
eries to keep the pressure on SRH.

Iyer then shifted gears after the 13th over 
and reached his fifty in 24 balls with a six off 
Eshan Malinga in the 16th over. He stayed 
unbeaten on 69, while Shashank Singh sup-
ported him with an unbeaten 16, as PBKS 
chased down the target with seven balls to 
spare and six wickets in hand.

For SRH, Shivang Kumar was the standout 
bowler, finishing with figures of 3/33 in four 
overs. Harsh Dubey chips in with one wicket.

Earlier in the match, Sunrisers Hyderabad 

made a strong start after being put in to bat, 
with openers Abhishek Sharma and Travis 
Head attacking from the very beginning. 
Abhishek led the charge, scoring 20 runs in one 
over off Arshdeep Singh and reaching his fifty 
in just 18 balls with two consecutive sixes. Head 
also played aggressively, hitting three bound-
aries in an over, as SRH raced to 105/0 at the 
end of the powerplay.

Punjab Kings made a comeback in the ninth 
over when Shashank Singh dismissed Head for 
38, ending the 120-run opening partnership. 
Just two balls later, Abhishek was also dis-
missed for a brilliant 78 off 28 balls, which 
included five fours and eight sixes.

After the quick wickets, Ishan Kishan and 
Heinrich Klaasen stabilised the innings by 
rotating the strike. However, Arshdeep Singh 
broke their partnership by dismissing Kishan 
for 27. SRH lost further momentum as Aniket 
Verma was run out due to a mix-up, and Salil 
Arora managed only 9 runs.
